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Distinguished participants, 

Honoured ladies and gentleman, 

The Government of Tajikistan will establish a sustainable basis for  strengthening of further cooperation with the development partners and will mobilize resources to ensure developments in the macroeconomic development, public administration reform, improving the environment for entrepreneurship, attracting investment and further implementation of economic reforms. 

We completed number of specific activities for enligning public administration system to democratic principles and the demand of market economy, because achieving specific results in sustainable economic development and decreasing poverty reduction in the country was impossible without having proper public administration system, institutional reform and conditions that motivate economic activeness. 

Conclusion of our the eight years joint efforts undertaken in the frame of long and mid-term strategies revealed that indeed number of activities are completed and significant progress is made in achieving the set objectives. 

Distinguished participants and guests!

The Government is strengthening the reform proces in all sectors of national economy and in the frame of key strategic documents plans to execute the following activities:           

In the area of public administration reform – improving public administration and public financial management, ensuring transperency and reporting, establishing required legal basis for the development that meets the principles of market economy and addressing corruption. 

Stable progress in increasing gross domestic product, improving credit and financial policy, further improvement of efficient management of public property, budget policy, coordination of  fiscal and monetary policy and completing and simplifying the taxation system will be ensured in the frame of macroeconomic development. 

It is well known that in modern economy enterpreneurship plays a significant role in economic development. Number of activities were completed during the last few years for the development of production enterpreneurship in the country. On the basis of it, the investment climate is considerably improving and is attracting more foreign investment. 

Public policies are channeled towards enterpreneurship development and projects and related stimulating legal documents are adopted for this purpose. As as example, measures are developed for removing administrative barriers, reducing financial expenses for initiating business and execution of administrative reforms. 

Current law and the legal measures stimulate the flow of investment (into national economy). These measures are channelled towards protecting the rights of foreign investors, provision of privileges in the area of taxation, protecting the investment from nationalization and confiscation, giving the foreign investors the opportunity to investment in the national production sphere, reducing the limitations on share of foreign investment in national economy and their participation in privatization and infrastructure development and other activities. 

With the aim of creating better business and investment environment, attracting more foreign investment and their investment into priority areas of developing national economy, the Government of Tajikistan will continue its tight cooperation with the development partners 

Strengthening institutional basis, continuing reforms aimed at improving access to financial resources, identification of new ways of attracting investment, establishing sustainable and transparent rules and their effective implementation that widens the opportunities for developing entrepreneurship are also planned respectively. 

Legal measures are improved in the frame of improving investment climate, development of private sector and enterpreneurship and will lay a reliable basis for the development of enterpreneurship, attracting investment, government support to enterpreneurs and motivation of investors.

Distinguished participants and guests!

In the long and medium future, special attention will be given to divesifictaion and competitivness of national economy to be achieved through more effecient utilization of existing resources and opportunities and other available assets, increasing and diversifying the productin potential on the basis of processing of national raw materiall and resoures, including in the agro-industrial sector and mining industry involving active participation of private sector. 

In order to timely address issues related to food security and development of agriculture sector, the Government of Tajikistan is paying a special attention to processing of agriculture inputs and improving farmers access to financial resources and ensures the development of related infrastructure, as regulation of water resource management, improving the melioration of lands and implementing the legal measures related to land use. Besides, special attention is given to modern cooling storage facilities for storing fruits and vegetables, establishment of small and medium processing factories, packaging and reducing loss of harvest, planning the production in accordance with market demand, bringing related equippment and machinery, use of innovative mechanisms and full supply of demanded products produced domestically. 

Immidiate measures should be developed for the development of infrastructure; particularly it is important to finish the construction of transit roads, quality of service provision on international roads and increase the transiting potential. Improvements are made to the condition of local roads, however, new projects and investment is required for transportation communication sector. 

Work is also in progress in coming up with effective and efficient measures in the energy sector, namely in effective use of natural resources, energy potential of the country, reliable and constant supply of energy to population and industry, strengthening regional economic-energy status, establishment of regional markets for exporting energy, long term development of energy sector, use of government support and considerable attraction of public sector. Also, construction and rehabilitation of energy production infrastructure, finalization of ongoing prjoects and new investment project proposals, construction of power supply lines, use of alternative energy sources and attracting direct foreign investment into the sector are also in the process. 

Required measures are also envisioned in the area of industry and new technology: capacitating full or partial operation of production capacities within limited opportunities, intensifying the introduction of new technologies, improving the quality of products and services, reducing costs and sound and effective use of resources, simplifying and transperency of regulating enterpreneural activities and addressing administrative hurdles. 

The following activities are in process in the area of improving social protection: direction to improve social protection, supporting social insurance reform and pension,  payment system and provision of social services. 

Undertaking an institutional reform and improving access to communal services is also envisioned in the areas of improving access to water supply, sanitation and housing and communal services. A reform will also be undertaken in creating share of property and benefit for the housing management. 

Strengthening institutional development of the country, sustainable development of human resources through improving education level and health status of population, full coverage with pre-school, primary and secondary education, gender equality, reducing infant mortality, figthing epidemic diseases, improving the health status of mothers, ecological stability and access to safe drinking water  will still remain among our key responsibilities in the social sector. 

The Government of Tajikistan will further work on developing regional partnership and integration into global economy and will create a good basis for improving a system for managing external economic activities, participation of Tajikistan in global trade, tourism development and regulating migration processes. 

To ensure ecological stability, strengthening institutional capacity relted to habitat, addresing issues related to natural hazards through effective management of natural resources, preservation and management of agrobiodiversity, green economy and ecological systems would be a requirement. 

The Government of Tajikistan will further work on undertaking the process of economic reforms so that achieve the strategic goals of the country. 

In this process, the policy undertaken by the President of Tajikistan Emomali Rahmon has a single purpose, which is the improvement of quality of life of each citizen of country. 

Distinguishes participants,

Starting from 2009 to now we see a decreasing trend in international aid provided for supporting Tajikistan. 

Conclusion of 2013 revealed that only 44% of aid provided to Tajikistan was allocated for addressing priority needs of Tajikistan. From a total of 327 measures, only 63 were supported through external aid. During the second year of implementing the strategy, we need to holistically review the situation and come up with more effective mechanism for utilizing external aid. 

It is therefore important that the work is in line with strategic goals and the achieved results and utilised resources, issues and measures to address these issues are analysed holistically. 

It would be very crucial to consider the experience and the lessons learnt we got during the implementation of National Development Strategy and its mid-term strategies in the development process of new strategy papers for the period of after 2015. This applies to all aspects, starting from legal and strategic basis and ending with relationship between forecasting, planning, budget preparation, attracting investment and external aid. We have to utilise effective models and international experience, and take the specifics of our country, social and economic indicators, geography, regions and areas into consideration. 

In this very crucial stage, we have to identify our progress, frame our goals and responsibilities and coordinate the ways to achieve the set goals.

To achieve the strategic priorities set by the Government of Tajikistan complete implementation of all national level strategic papers lays a solid foundation. Therefore, it is important that all public and private agencies should channel their activities towards implementation of this strategic document. 

It is known to all that in nowadays conditions the impact of global political and economic situation is highly observed on the development of economies of Tajikistan’s trade partners. That is why the speed of economic growth was slower in 2014 compare to 2013 and there is a probability that this negative trend will continue in 2015. 

Nevertheless, despite unstable situation, weakened management mechanisms and financial systems at the global market, the Government of Tajikistan will put maximum efforts to esnure economic stability in the country and create favourable conditions for improving quality of life of population and increasing number of middle class families. 

I have a strong belief that the contribution of the Government of Tajikistan, ministries and other public agencies, also civil society and in cooperation with development partners will continuously contribute to ensuring development and improving the quality of life of population.
