Location: Kulyab town.

Date: March 20, 2008.

Colonel Shomadov A., Head of Information and Communication Department of CoES under the Government of Tajikistan facilitated the meeting.  The participants introduced themselves. 

Colonel Khushvakhtov A., Lieutenant Colonel Shomahmadov A., Hamidov A., Colonel Gadoev, Ikrom Solehov made the speech. 

The Directors of District Headquarters on Emergencies Captain Sharifov J. Muminbad district, Lieutenant Sharifov Kh. Vose district, Captain Nazarov A., Danghara district, Ensign Zoirov Kh., Baljuvon district, Senior Lieutenant Sharipov D., Farkhor district, Rahmonov O., Kulyab town, Senior Lieutenant Safolov O., Hamadoni district had been asked to talk about their activities. 

According to the specialists of Geology Head Office under the Government of Tajikistan Kulyab Region is very dangerous area in terms of being under the risk of disasters. Moreover all inhabited localities along the shores of Kizilsu River, Yokhsu River, Tohirsu River and their river outlets are also considered the risky areas. Almost each years during the springtime as the snows in the mountains begin melting and due to heavy rains the raging floods happen causing much damages to these areas.

The staffs of Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense in Kulyab Region and Directors of Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense in Kulyab City and districts of Kulyab Region have conducted the range of events according to the plan of reduction of the risk of disasters. For instance, INGOs Oxfam GB and Mission East have established the rescue groups and for the last two months trained them in the Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense. These groups had been involved in public exercises held in Vose district. And also the shore protection works have been started along Kizilsu River, Yokhsu River, Soi-Tebalai River and Tohirsu River that are monitored by staff of Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense. Directors of Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense in Kulyab City and districts of Kulyab Region had been tasked to be always prepared and to organize day and night watching in risky areas so that in case of emergencies the information would be sent to Kulyab Regional Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defense.

It is necessary to assign the people from the communities to be responsible for delivering the information concerning the risk of emergencies to CoES and to Hukumat and to provide them with mobile phones in order to organize the control in the risky areas (focal points). Therefore UNDP is planning to contribute to reduction of the risks of disasters by providing 10 (ten) mobile phones.  Directors of Headquarters on Emergencies and Civil Defence in Kulyab City and districts of Kulyab Region had been tasked to delegate the nominees and to submit the list of their names and addresses.
